Course Unit Aims and Objectives
The course unit aims to promote understanding of the concept of development, the various explanations of the causes of different levels of development and the potential contribution of development economics to the furtherance of economic development and poverty reduction in a global context.

Syllabus
The concept and measurement of economic development; economic growth and development; economic growth, income distribution and poverty reduction; radical perspectives on development; population, the environment and sustainable economic development; foreign aid and foreign investment; international trade and development.

Learning Outcomes

On completion of this module you will be able to: 

· Explain the economic characteristics of developing countries and compare a range of perspectives on the causes and potential achievement of sustained economic growth and poverty reduction.

· Use descriptive statistics to interpret the contribution of different factors to the process of economic development; assess the implications of economic policy options for development performance.

· Download, organise and present statistical data from official sources.
4.
Course Structure and Delivery
The course is delivered mainly through lectures. Normally each lecture session will last for about one hour and will be followed by up to an hour of topic based discussion. It is expected that you will take part actively in group based and other class-room discussions and activities. Lecture sessions will start on Monday at 13.00 in the Richmond Building L.30.  In addition there will be one or two computer room sessions to ensure that you are able to retrieve and assemble data relevant to your assignment (time to be arranged).
During the directed study week (October 26th to October 30th) you will be expected to review the sessions already undertaken and do selected reading from the lists provided with each lecture.  The total learning time for the module is 100 hours, so the majority of the time you spend working on this module should be spent reading from the recommended lists, preparing for discussion sessions and preparing your assignment.

The course will be delivered by David Potts (DJP) and John Ruzibuka (JR).

Mode of Assessment (including supplementary assessment)

The module is assessed by a single 1,500-2,000 word essay.  You will be given a choice from a number of topics each of which will relate to the material covered in several of the lecture sessions.  The assignment questions will require that you are able to assemble and present relevant data from reputable sources to support your answer.
