Data Retrieval Exercise 
Please attempt as much as you can of the following exercise on your own during Guided Study Week.  We can then sort out any difficulties working in groups in a computer room (date and location to be announced).
Step 1
Download the file ‘Computer room exercise question file.xls’
Step 2
Use the Blackboard link to World Development Indicators (you will need your Username and Password) to download the data in rows 2 to 13.  To do this you need to enter a query and select the countries (i.e. Bangladesh, Cambodia, Senegal and Uzbekistan), the periods (i.e. select the years 1995 to 2005) and the series (those indicated on the left hand side of the spreadsheet in rows 2 to 13)

Step 3
Use the Blackboard link to Human Development Reports (General) and download the complete Human Development Report 2009.  Scroll down to page 169 and read off the values for the HDI for the four countries for 1995, 2000 and 2005 and enter them in the spreadsheet.

Step 4
Estimate the annual average rate of growth in per capita income between 1995 and 2005 for each country using the exponential function in Excel (=(L3/B3)^0.1-1) and format the cell to percentage format.
Step 5
Rearrange the data on the income share so that you get a table with cumulative income shares for the years for which data are available.

Questions
1. Which country has the highest rate of per capita income growth?

2. See if you can check the Gini coefficient calculation given in the WDI using the data on income shares.

3. Is there any relationship between inequality and growth in the four countries you are investigating?
4. Look at the share of the poorest 10% in Uzbekistan compared to the other countries and then look at the Poverty Headcount Ratio.  How do you explain these figures?
