Questions to consider:
1. What were the barriers to integration after the creation of the customs union?

2. Which barriers were still remaining according to later evaluations of the single market?
3. What are the main ‘gaps’ in the single market according to the EU public consultation paper at: http://ec.europa.eu/internal_market/strategy/docs/report-from-consultation_en.pdf (see especially pages 11-12)
4. What are the opportunities and threats posed to EU businesses by the recent enlargement of the single market?

(You can consult for this question the information provided by the DTI in its document entitled ‘EU Enlargement and the Single Market: Opportunities for Business’.)
5. Is Turkey part of the single market at present? What threats and opportunities would this country’s full membership of the internal market involve?
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
